Homework Policy

Revision Policy

Please note that all quiz and classwork grades where a student earns below a 70% can be revised. If all of the incorrect problems are corrected (and not copied directly from another student’s paper) in a timely manner the grade will be revised up to a 70%.
Science Fair

Every single student will complete a Science Fair project, using the scientific method, on a large tri-fold display. This project will count as a test grade. A permission form and information sheet along with due dates will be sent home in advance. Keep an eye out for it and don’t let your child wait until the last minute to complete the project. 

Positive Behavior Support
