There should be at least 2 Visual Aids: photographs, drawings, product labels, etc. on the poster. Use the attached rubric to make sure that you are meeting the requirements of the project. 





CHECKLIST FOR TRI-FOLD AND PRESENTATION:


Label all of the boxes as shown on the sample.


Use attractive and complementary colors.


Use stencils instead of drawing letters freehand.


Mount each section on construction paper to make them stand out.


Use up most of the space on the board for meaningful information.  There shouldn’t be any empty space.


Correct spelling and grammar.


Be prepared to present your project and answer questions about your project.


Turn your project in on time!
